II. The different discussions of the meeting

A. Presentation of Horse identification in different countries

B. The new European Regulation

Since the 6th of June 2008, a new European regulation specifies that the UELN is now compulsory. Each country must establish a central or establish a network between all the existing databases and the microchip becomes compulsory except for members states which chose to have a substitute solution (DNA…)

C. 
Promotion of the UELN and HDE project
Proposition to adopt an ‘use charter’ for data exchange. There is no marketing of data. A control around exchanges has been established. 

Manon Slizewicz was trainee for 3 months during the summer. Her work was to clean the UELN “database” and update the contact person and all information linked to each database and UELN.

D. 
Debate about UELN attribution between country of origin of the horse and registering database country 
The debate was around the attribution of the UELN when the horse was born in a country but is recorded in another. 

Many mails after the meeting, we finally agreed to propose an arrangement which might solve the main problems found during the meeting :

- According to the current agreement, the UELN of the foal should start with the six digits of the database which registers it at birth (for example 840 for an AQH registered at birth by AQHA, but born in Canada)

- The microchip of that foal should start with the ISO code of the country of birth i.e. Canada 

- So,

· this horse would bring on itself the ISO code of the country of birth, in its microchip 

· this same horse would be registered in all the databases by an UELN giving the address of the first database which registered it (starting by the ISO code of the country of this database).
E. 
The reference tables

FEI proposition for the colour table : 

5 FEI colours proposed and a ‘free field’ to add details, idem for gender. However, we still have to work on the breed-code table.
F. Future works

We should, before the end of 2009, set up WebServices in a first time to exchange performances with the FEI. These WebServices could be used then to exchange data between stud books databases.
